· If a  child is required to leave the lesson to 

      use the toilet, would they please shower 

      before re-entering the pool

· Due to the safety risk all siblings attending

the lesson will be required to be under adult    supervision      

· To comply with Hygiene Standards no swimming is allowed if you have any open wounds or abrasions, or have had diarrhoea within the past 4 days. There are waterproof band aides which offer a waterproof barrier. 
· Infants are required to wear swimming costumes that are comfortable and secure       to prevent any accidental leakages or    mishaps. Any faeces will require an immediate closure of the pool for super chlorination so you will appreciate the requirement for appropriate swimwear. This is for the protection of all children. Waterproof nappies such as Little Swimmers are recommended.

· If you have any other health concerns we recommend you seek your Doctors advice

· In case of an emergency the instructor will    request all participants to leave the pool immediately via the steps so that they can attend to the situation. 
As the pools are not fully shaded we recommend that you use sun protection cream and protective clothing
